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there. The monument and 
statue was shaped by Nicoli 
from Italian marble from the 
quarries at Carrara and arrived 
in Columbia in September 
1875. Since the Association 
did not possess the full 
$10,000 required, they did not 
uncrate the components of the 
monument until they could 
pay in full. With the return of 
democratic rule in 1876, the 

Association appealed to the 
state legislature, which agreed 
not only to allow placement of 
the monument on the capitol 
grounds but also to provide 
$600 to move the base from 
Elmwood Cemetery to the 
State House.  
    The board of directors asked 
William Trescot, Esq., a native 
of Charleston, to prepare the 
inscription. Before the war, 
Trescot's skilled in interna-

tional law led to his appoint-
ment as assistant secretary of 
state under President Bu-
chanan.  
   Trescot had anticipated that 
three faces would be suitable 
for inscribing and had pre-
pared an inscription for each 
accordingly. Unfortunately, 
much of Trescot's composi-
tion, reproduced in its en-
tirety, had to be excluded be-
cause only two faces of the 
die were suitable for inscrib-
ing. In 1906, York's Winnie 
Davis U.D.C. Chapter para-
phrased the unused inscription 
and had it inscribed on its 
monument at Rose Hill Ceme-
tery. 
   The figure atop the monu-
ment "stands seven feet, three 
inches high, and represents a 
private infantry soldier on 
guard. The dress is the ordi-
nary uniform at the beginning 
of the war, the military cloak 
thrown over the shoulders, 
denoting that the idea is that 
of a picket in for a night's 
duty. The poise of the figure 
is easy and graceful, indicat-
ing a vigorous, manly tem-
perament, and there is an im-
pression made upon the be-
holder that he is in for the 
war, with his face to the 
'north' and a confident and 
assured expectation of vic-
tory. " The face was fashioned 
after a photograph of Briga-
dier General Stephen Elliott, a 
Beaufort native who directed 
the defense of Fort Sumter in 

On November 4,1869, a group 
of ladies formed the South 
Carolina Monument Assoc. in 
Columbia to erect a monument 
to the memory of the Confed-
erate dead. They wrote a very 
compelling article in a Colum-
bia newspapers soliciting 
funds for the monument. 
  Mrs. L. S. McCord was the 
first president of the Commis-
sioning Committee. She re-
signed in 1870 and was suc-
ceeded by Mrs. John S. Pre-
ston. Poor health forced Mrs. 
Preston to resign, and a board 
of directors was named to 
replace her. Because the state 
was then under the Radical 
rule making the State House 
grounds unavailable for a Con-
federate monument, the ladies 
decided to place the monu-
ment on a hill in Sydney Park. 
They purchased a spot on Ar-
senal Hill in July 1873, and 
signed a contract with a firm 
staffed solely by Confederate 
veterans. The architects were 
Muldoon, Walton, and Cobb 
of Louisville, Kentucky. 
Judge John S. Green donated 
the granite for the foundation 
and base from his Congaree 
quarry. The Association dis-
covered that a substratum of 
quicksand below the soil on 
Arsenal Hill would not support 
the weight of such a large 
monument and sought an alter-
nate location. They chose the 
section of Elmwood Cemetery 
reserved for Mexican War 
Veterans and had the base of 
South Carolina granite laid       (Continued Page 2) 
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1863 and later commanded the South 
Carolina "Tramp Brigade." The entire 
monument stands about forty feet tall. 
   In an impressive ceremony on March 
27, 1879, the Most Worshipful Grand 
Lodge of Ancient Freemasons of South 
Carolina lay the cornerstone sixty feet 
from the front wall of the State House in 
the angle formed by the east wing and 
the north pavilion. A magnificent unveil-
ing ceremony took place on May 13, 
1879. At 4:45 am two cannon volleys, 
calling the Richland Battalion to assem-
ble, awakened the city. At 6:30 am, the 
Columbia Artillery offered a thirteen gun 
salute to arriving military companies, 
which numbered twenty-five by the after-
noon. From all over the state, an im-
mense crowd of veterans and citizens, 
estimated at 15,000, gathered for the 
ceremony. The Ladies' Monument Asso-
ciation served breakfast and lunch to the 
veterans. Remnants of the famous First 
South Carolina Volunteers, a regiment 
raised shortly after South Carolina's se-
cession from the Union by a Columbia 
native, Brigadier General Maxcy Gregg, 
were among the military commands pre-
sent. A correspondent for the Greenville 
Enterprise and Mountaineer wrote: ‘The 
tap of the drum, the strains of the bugle, 
the bright uniforms and the polished sa-
bres and bayonets glistening in the rays 
of the rising sun recalled many a vivid 
recollection of 'the days that tried men's 
souls.’ 
   At 3:00 pm, the German Artillery 
opened the ceremonies with an eleven 
gun salute. The procession marched up 
Main St., then turned and marched 
back to the State House grounds. Mrs. 
Fitz William McMaster described the 
scene in a letter, saying, “The military 
display was grander than ever seen be-
fore in Columbia. . . the street was just 
ablaze from Post Office to Statehouse 
with brass buttons and muskets. . . . " 
The ceremony was held under a banner 
carrying Maxcy Gregg's last words, "If I 
am to die now, I give my life cheerfully 
for the independence of South Carolina." 
A special section on the podium was re-
served for those veterans who had lost 
arms or legs during the war. More than 
twenty battle flags bearing the scars of 

war decorated the speakers stand, which 
was filled with dignitaries, most of whom 
were veterans. Gov. W. D. Simpson 
called the meeting to order. Ellison Ca-
pers, of Christ Episcopal Church in 
Greenville, delivered the eloquent intro-
ductory prayer. Gov. Simpson, former  
colonel of the 14th S.C. Vol. Reg., spoke, 
next. He praised the women of the state 
for persisting in erecting the monument. 
Simpson then introduced General John S. 
Preston, the orator of the day. General 
Preston rose to applause, then paused. At 
that point, a heartfelt scene unfolded as 
four one-armed veterans escorted four 
young girls, the youth and the future hope 
of the South, from the speakers stand to 
unveil the memorial to the lost cause. The 
four veterans were John C. Haskell and 
James Fraser, each of whom lost an arm 
at Gaines' Mill; S. L. Leaphart, who lost 
an arm at Gettysburg; and Samuel W. 
Rowan, who lost an arm at Sharpsburg. 
As each of the four girls pulled a rope to 
unveil the monument, a hush fell over the 
crowd, then all 15,000 broke into ap-
plause. Gen. Preston, making one of his 
last public appearances, addressed the 
assembly. Dr. William Martin, of the 
Methodist Church, gave the closing 
prayer. 
     At 5:00 pm on June 22, 1882, a bolt of 
lightning severed the soldier from the 
monument and left only the feet attached 
to the foundation. The detached body was 
demolished as it fell. On April 5, 1884, 
the old foundation was moved to its pre-
sent location, a safe distance from the iron 
roof of the Capitol building. The corner-
stone, this monument's third, was laid on 
April 23, 1884. On May 9, workmen 
placed the new statue, also carved by 
Nicoli, on a pedestal that was eighteen 
inches higher than the original. The face 
of the new statue is virtually the same. 
The new hat has a broader brim, and the 
canteen is different. The original soldier's 
head was transported to the Confederate 
Museum in Richmond. 
(On the South side of the Monument one tablet 
reads.)
