
 
The term, "Galvanized Yankee" is often 
used in reenacting today, but evidence 
indicates that it was originally used to 
designate captured Union soldiers who 
turned Confederate. As the term came 
into general use during the war, it ap-
plied more often to those Confederates 
who took the oath of allegiance to the 
Union. Records show that nearly 6,000 
Galvanized Yankees chose to serve the 
United States in the war against hostile 
Indians. Regiments of Galvanized Yan-
kees were ordered West from the autumn of 1864 through most of 1865 to keep 
the mail routes and roads open and safe from raiding Indians. Many of these 
soldiers chose this fate over long-term imprisonment after their capture on Civil 
War battlefields. Some were deserters, while others may have changed their 
loyalties or became disenchanted with the Civil War. Another term for Galva-
nized Yankee, which was used by fellow soldiers, was "white-washed Rebels." 
Though they were designated as U. S. Volunteers, official communications of-
ten referred to them as "deserters" or "rebel prisoners." However, the longer 
these regiments served, the fewer were the references to their origin. 
 
The "Galvanized Yankees", went into Federal service on the condition that they 
would not be required to fight against the Confederacy. Many Confederates 
considered these men to be traitors. In addition to their freedom, the volunteers 
received a $100 bounty along with food, clothing and medical care. 
Speaking of "Galvanized Yankee" --a Private, Henry Morton Stanley began his 
career in the Confederate service in 1861. To his misfortune, he was captured in 
April of 1862 on the battlefield of Shiloh, Tennessee. He would later go West, 
arriving on the frontier as one of the Galvanized Yankees. But this wasn't Pri-
vate Stanley's claim to fame. Do you know what he achieved his legendary 
fame for?  
 
Henry M. Stanley would later earn his fame by being the one to locate Dr. 
Livingston in Africa, etching this question in history: "Dr. Livingston, I pre-
sume?"

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Happy Birthday General R. E. Lee 
 
On January 19, 1807, a baby boy was born at Stratford, Westmoreland County, Virginia to “Light 
Horse Harry” Lee, a Revolutionary War Hero, Virginia Governor, a member of the United States 
House of Representatives, and his wife Ann Hill Lee. They named this baby after Ann’s two brothers, 
Robert and Edward. The name, Robert Edward Lee, given to this mere babe was to become one of the 
most recognizable names in history.    

Robert E. Lee was educated in the schools of Alexandria, Virginia. In 1825, he received an appoint-
ment to the United States Military Academy at West Point, New York. He graduated in 1829, second 
in his class and without a single demerit.  

Faithfully, Lee had served in the United States Army for over 30 years. But, when war was in the air and the country was in tur-
moil of separation, Lee wrestled with himself as to what he should do in respect to his future. It is said that Lee spent days in 
prayer to reach his final decision. President Abraham Lincoln sent Secretary Francis Blair to offer Lee command of the Union 
Army, but he refused. He said, “I cannot raise my hand against my birthplace, my home, my children.” On the night of April 20, 
1861, Lee wrote his resignation of his commission from the United States Army and headed home for Virginia. As we all know, 
the rest is history. After the smoke of the War had cleared, one thing was certain. The North had obtained victory but the South 
had Robert E. Lee.  

Here are some quotes from the past: 
At the Appomattox surrender John S. Wise said, "You are the country to these men. They 
have fought on for you without pay or clothes, or care of any sort; their devotion to you and 
faith in you have been the only things which have held this army together."  

Robert E. Lee was a man of honor and proud of his name and heritage. After the War, he 
was offered $50,000 for the use of his name. He replied, “Sirs, my name is the heritage of 
my parents. It is all I have and is not for sale.” 

As President of Washington College, Lee urged a student to better his study habits, so he 
could stay enrolled in the college. "We do not want you to fail," said Lee. "But General, you 
failed," blurted out the immature youth. "I hope you may be more fortunate than I," Lee re-
plied quietly. 
 
On his last visit to Northern Virginia, Lee was talking with friends. A mother brought her 
baby to Lee and asked him, "What shall I teach him?" He took the infant in his arms, looked 
at it and the mother slowly, and said, "Teach him he must deny himself." This was the qual-
ity of the man. 
 
An ex-Confederate private, Talbot Sweeny wrote, “If by following the dictates of a conscience Robert E. Lee was a traitor, then 
so were Oliver Cromwell, Patrick Henry, and George Washington. If Lee's interpretation of his loyalty to the Constitution was 
erroneous, then so were those of the patriots who wrote it and the legislators, who adopted it.” Then Sweeny wrote of Lee, "The 
shades of your patriotic and distinguished Revolutionary ancestors appeared to your vision and pointed out to you the only path 
which you could and should tread . . . But what shall be said of the reputation of Robert Edward Lee? Steeped in the red and 
black of Treason and Perjury, as his enemies declare? What monstrous and wicked absurdity and stupidity to think it". 
 
Thousands felt the impact of Lee’s death. At Washington College, later to be named Washington and Lee, the editor of the South-
ern Collegian wrote: "We stop our paper from going to press in order to make the saddest announcement which our pen ever 
wrote. Our honored and loved president is no more. He died as he lived, calmly and quietly, in the full assurance of the Chris-
tian's faith.” 
 
Booker T. Washington, America’s great African-American Educator, wrote in 1910, quote “The first White people in America, 
certainly the first in the South, to exhibit their interest in the reaching of the Negro and saving his soul through the medium of the 
Sunday-school were Robert E. Lee and Stonewall Jackson.”

Commanders Comments�



After four years of arduous service, marked by unsurpassed courage and fortitude, the Army of Northern Virginia has been com-
pelled to yield to overwhelming numbers and resources. 

I need not tell the survivors of so many hard-fought battles who have remained steadfast to the last that I have consented to this 
result from no distrust of them; but feeling that valor and devotion could accomplish nothing that could compensate for the loss 
that would have attended the continuance of the contest, I determined to avoid the useless sacrifice of those whose past services 
have endeared them to their countrymen. By the terms of the agreement, officers and men can return to their homes and remain 
until exchanged. 

You may take with you the satisfaction that proceeds from the consciousness of duty faithfully performed, and I earnestly pray 
that a merciful God will extend to you his blessing and protection. 

With an unceasing admiration of your constancy and devotion to your country, and a grateful remembrance of your kind and gen-
erous consideration of myself, I bid you all an affectionate farewell. 

On August 5, 1975, 110 years after General Lee's application, President Gerald Ford signed Joint Resolution 23, restoring the 
long overdue full rights of citizenship to General Robert E. Lee. 

Thomas Jonathan Jackson, the third of four children, was born at Clarksburg, Virginia (what is now West Virginia) on January 
24, 1824, to parents Jonathan Jackson, an attorney, and Julia Beckwith Neale. 
 
After the death of T. J. Jackson’s father, His mother eventually remarried. His stepfather disliked his newly acquired children and 
the children were sent to live with relatives between the years of 1830 and 1841. 
 
 In 1842, the top applicant to West Point dropped out after one day, which made room for Jackson to at-
tend the U. S. Military Academy. Jackson graduated in June 1846, and was ranked 17th out of a graduating 
class of 59. 
 
 Jackson served in the Mexican War from 1846 to 1848. He was stationed at Fort Hamilton, N. Y. and Ft. 
Meade, Fl. from 1848 to 1851. 
 
In the spring of 1851, Jackson accepted an offer to teach at the Virginia Military Institute in Lexington, 
Virginia; he resigned from the army. He started his career at VMI on August 13, 1851. Jackson taught 
natural and experimental philosophy  (this included physics, astronomy, acoustics, optics, and other re-
lated scientific courses). 
 
In November 1859, Jackson was one of the VMI officers who accompanied a contingent of VMI cadets to Harper’s Ferry, where 
they stood guard at the execution of abolitionist John Brown.  

                                                 
On April 21, 1861, Jackson was placed in command of the cadets when the VMI Corps of Cadets was ordered to Richmond. 
They served as drillmasters for new army recruits.  
 
On April 27, 1861, then Gov. John Letcher ordered Col. Jackson to take command at Harper’s Ferry. There he organized the 
troops that would soon become the famous “Stonewall Brigade”.  
 
On July 1861, Jackson was promoted to Brigadier General. At the Battle of First Manassas, General Barnard Bee said, “Look, 
men, there is Jackson standing like a stone wall! Let us determine to die here, and we will conquer.” From then on, Jackson car-
ried that reference to being a stonewall as his nickname.  
 
On the night of May 2, 1863 at Chancellorsville, Jackson was accidentally shot by his own troops. He was taken to a field hospi-
tal and his left arm was amputated. Eight days later at 3:15 p.m., Jackson’s last words were “ Let us cross over the river and rest 
under the shade of the trees.” Five days later, Thomas Jonathan “Stonewall” Jackson was buried in Lexington, Virginia.

“You may be whatever you resolve to be” ( these words are inscribed over the Jackson Arch entrance of the present-day VMI 
barracks)  
 
“The institute will be heard from today” ( Ready for battle, Jackson surrounded with former students and colleagues from VMI , 
he said these words hours before being shot at Chancellorsville.) 
 
“Let us cross over the river, and rest under the shade of the trees” ( These words uttered were his last)   
 
Like Lee, “Stonewall” was a religious man.  And like Lee, Jackson was a very capable leader and his tactics from the War are 
still studied today for their brilliance. 
 
We, as Southerners, are so fortunate to have been brought up in the South. But, even more fortunate to have men like General 
Robert E. Lee and General Thomas Jonathan “Stonewall” Jackson to leave us a legacy of honor for doing the right thing in all 
things.
